The memorial will be topped with 10 flag poles that will fly the following flags: American, Flag, South Carolina Flag, MIA/POW Flag, American Legion Flag, VFW Flag, US Army Flag, US Navy Flag, US Marine Corps Flag, US Air Force Flag, and the US Coast Guard Flag.
